Please note that the next  meeting will be held on the third Saturday of the month ie. 18 September, and not the 

second Saturday as we always do. The reason is that Sherwood Nursery are having a Spring Show on the weekend of 

the 11th September and have asked us to move the meeting to the 18th.

About four years back, after a dig, there was great excitement in the club. A group of Gautengers had come down to 

join us on our dig and told our members of a new wonder chemical that they were using on their dig trees. This 

chemical was reducing the number of trees that they were losing after a dig and also the trees recovered much faster. 

After much cross examination and answer seeking, we were told that the chemical was worm-wee and this caused a 

flutter in our club. Everyone who went on a dig was using worm wee to soak the trees and all proclaimed great results. 

I must admit I also bought a bottle of this liquid and tried it on my trees. Also said to be a great feed for your trees. 

 

This week Ockie paid me a visit and told me that after another visit by another group of Gautengers, he has found out 

what the chemical really is. It is called ORGANICURE. His friends from Gauteng told him about this stuff and gave 

him a small bottle as a sample. 

Ockie tells me that a tree that he dug on the 22 May 2010 and treated with organicure started shooting its first new 

shoots on the 4 August. He further tells me that the Gautengers, when they have dug a tree, stand it in a basin of this 

liquid for a length of time. Then they wrap the tree roots in hessian packed with wood shavings which also have been 

dipped in the mixture to keep the roots damp for transport. They brag great results after using organicure. 

I am sure that it is also good for soaking your trees after repotting. It will give them a good start. 

 

Thatôs the good news. The bad news is that it is specially imported by the Gautengers. The cost is R80 a half litre or 

R130 a litre. Ockie took the initiative and ordered ten litres which was delivered to him. Unfortunately this 

consignment has already been snapped up. 

If you are interested, please contact Ockie urgently because he still has time to order another quantity if there are a 

number of folk interested. It needs to be ordered in ten litre drums. As Ockie has to pay upfront, he will need you to 

pay with your order.
